Design and Access Statement - Cuckmere House School
· Use

The proposal is to retain the double mobile classroom on site at Cuckmere House School, Seaford. 

Cuckmere House is a special school for pupils aged 4-16 years with emotional and behavioural disorders (EBD). The number on roll has remained constant over recent years with this being maintained for the foreseeable future.

The unit provides an integral part of the schools accommodation allowing small group teaching. We currently have no plans to provide permanent accommodation to replace the mobiles but will continue to explore possible routes of funding.

The school have recently become a specialist school for pupils with EBD and received funding to improve the internal layout and provide additional facilities.

We are seeking to retain planning consent for a period of five years (2013).

· Layout

The layout consists of a lobby area, 1 large teaching space, 2 smaller group work rooms, an office and 4 storage rooms.

· Landscaping

The unit is located on grassed area and is screened from neighbours view by existing landscaping.

· Appearance

The unit is good condition in standard East Sussex Green colour

· Crime prevention

There are no major crime issues on site and the unit is contained within the school grounds.

· Access

Access to the unit is via stairs but we are planning to install ramps to all units on site during after the summer holiday. Contractors are unable to get on site until the Autumn Term.
