In pursuance of their powers under the above mentioned Act, Order and Regulations, the Council as the local planning authority hereby GRANT PLANNING PERMISSION for Macadam all weather pitch and replacement of existing chainlink boundary fencing with 3metre high black plastic coated weldmesh fencing incorporating weldmesh rebound panel on existing playing field. Crowhurst C E Primary School, Forewood Lane, Crowhurst, Battle. (Within land edged red on applicants plan no. 051/2) in accordance with your application validated by the Director of Transport & Environment of East Sussex County Council on 26 July 2007 and the plans and particulars submitted in connection therewith and listed below and subject also to due compliance with the condition(s) specified here under:-

1.
The development hereby permitted shall be commenced before the expiration of three years from the date of this permission.

Reason: To comply with Section 91 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990.

2.
The MUGA shall not be used at any time other than between 0800 and 1700 GMT and between 0800 and 2000 BST, Monday - Saturday inclusive and at no time on Bank or Public Holidays unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Director of Transport and Environment.

Reason: To safeguard the amenities of the occupiers of properties in the vicinity of the site and to comply with Policy S1 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Structure Plan 1991-2011.

3.
In this condition `retained trees` means an existing tree which is to be retained in accordance with the approved plans and particulars and paragraphs (a) and (b) below shall have effect until the expiration of 10 years from completion of the development:

(a) No retained tree shall be cut down, uprooted or destroyed, nor shall any 
retained tree be topped or lopped other than in accordance with the approved 
plans and particulars, without the written approval of the local planning 
authority. Any topping or lopping approved shall be carried out in accordance 
with British Standard [3998 (Tree Work)]. 


(b) If any retained tree is removed, uprooted or destroyed, becomes seriously 
damaged or diseased or dies, another tree shall be planted at the same place 
and that tree shall be of such size and species, and shall be planted at such 
time, as may be specified in writing by the Director of Transport and 
Environment.


(c) The erection of fencing for the protection of any retained tree shall be 
undertaken in accordance with the approved plans and to BS 5837 before any 
equipment, machinery or materials are brought on to the site for the purposes 
of the development [commencement of the development and shall be 
maintained until all equipment, machinery and surplus materials have been 
removed from the site. Nothing shall be stored or placed in any area fenced in

Prior to first use of the approved development details of additional tree planting along the fence line on the northern side of the grassed area shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Director of Transport and Environment and these works shall be implemented in the next available planting season. 

Reason: To secure appropriate landscaping at the site in the interests of enhancing the appearance of the AONB and to comply with Policies S1 and EN2 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Structure Plan 1991-2011
