	Extension north of school to provide a three classroom extension. Play canopy and hardstanding to south side of existing block of three classrooms. New platform lift extension to north – south corridor link. Temporary removal of pedestrian gate to Port Road to form construction access. Replacement windows to main school. Hard and soft landscaping. Highfield Junior School, The Hydneye, Eastbourne.
