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SUMMARY OF RECOMMENDATIONS

1.
To grant planning permission subject to conditions as indicated in paragraph 8.1 of this report.

CONSIDERATION BY DIRECTOR OF ECONOMY, TRANSPORT AND ENVIRONMENT.

1.
The Site and Surroundings
1.1. Eastbourne Academy (formerly Eastbourne Technology College) is located within a predominantly residential area of Hampden Park north-west of the town centre. It occupies a large site over 6 hectares in area, shared with Hampden Park Sports Centre, over which it has priority use of facilities and is situated on the southern side of Brodrick Road. The site is bordered to the south, east and west by residential housing and by Lindfield School to the north-west. 

1.2.
The Academy is on land that falls gently down to the south and is arranged with the main school building at the front of the site (northern boundary) with a large playing field occupying the remainder. There is a small floodlit Astroturf type games area between the Sports Centre and Lindfield School as well as a larger fenced, floodlit hard court marked out with 4 tennis/netball courts on the playing field immediately south of the Sports Centre. There is one storey difference in levels between the Brodrick Road frontage and the ground level of the rearmost buildings. Owing to the piecemeal development of the site since it was first built this change has created difficulties in moving between the various buildings because they have varying floor levels. There is an abrupt change in levels between the playing fields and buildings resulting in a 7 metres difference between the northern and southern boundaries. The main pedestrian and vehicular access is from Brodrick Road with a secondary pedestrian access from Lindfield Road to the west.

1.3.
Accommodation comprises buildings dating from various eras since the original school building was built as Hampden Park Secondary Modern in the late 1960’s. The buildings are predominantly single storey with pitched and flat roofs, walls of various red/brown bricks, and white painted or pvc window frames. The front boundary with Brodrick Road comprises an approximately 2 metres high blue bow-topped fence and a mixture of mature hedgerow and chain-link fencing form the site’s eastern boundary. Remaining boundaries are formed by various fences to neighbouring houses

2.
The Proposal
2.1
The former Technical College opened as Eastbourne Academy in September 2010. The Academy’s aim is to transform the way education is delivered and part of that agenda is to consider whether or not the premises are considered fit for that purpose.   

2.2
The proposal is to redevelop at the centre of the buildings cluster, where a new Academy entrance, kitchen, dining hall and teaching accommodation are proposed to connect into existing buildings. This will be faced in brick to complement the various other face bricks used on existing buildings and would have pvc or powder coated aluminium windows. The gym and original frontage building will be remodelled and refurbished whilst the poorest quality buildings, specifically the hall and the Centre for Induction and Acceleration (the CIA building), will be demolished. Specialist Autistic Spectrum Disorder (ASD) and Multi Agency Facilities (MAF) are also proposed within the existing buildings at the eastern end of the frontage building with dedicated access from Brodrick Road.  

2.3
The main site entrance from Brodrick Road is also to be remodelled to separate pedestrians from vehicles and this theme is continued into the site. Additional fencing will help with this separation as well as improve security for the Academy. There are currently 14 separate entrances into the Academy buildings and the proposal is to reduce this to a single point of entry for pupils and visitors. 

2.4
An additional 39 car parking spaces are proposed mainly by extending the existing car park to the west of the Sports Centre closer to the boundary with Lindfield School. This would increase provision to a total of 96 including 9 bays for drivers with disabilities. Current provision is 59 spaces including 2 ‘disabled’ spaces. Secure, covered parking for 100 cycles is proposed near to the new Academy entrance. There is currently provision for 34 cycles and this is uncovered.

2.5
A floodlit artificial turf pitch (ATP) is proposed on the playing fields immediately to the west of the existing floodlit tennis courts. The proposed ATP would be designed to Football Association standard measuring a maximum 61 metres x 43 metres with 4 no. 10 metres high columns each carrying 2 no. 2 kw floodlight bulbs. It is intended this will be shared with the Sports Centre typically for Academy use during the day and community use during evenings and weekends. Hours of use are intended to be the same as the Sports Centre and the existing floodlit court adjacent i.e. until 10 pm for the court and 10.30 pm for the Sports Centre building. 

2.6
The whole site is to be landscaped with an emphasis on planting along the street frontage and creating flexible and attractive outdoor spaces where students can congregate for educational or social purposes.

3.
Main Site History
3.1
There are various applications for minor extension works, fencing and temporary classrooms. The significant applications are as follows;

2008 – ED/2691/CC – Granted. The installation of a 2.4m high Nylofor 2D super panel powder coated fencing

2001 – EB/2011/CC – Granted. 2 no ICT Teaching rooms, 2 no. drama teaching rooms with supporting accommodation.

1996 – EB/1794/CC – Granted. Demolition of converted toilet block and erection of new music and practice rooms.

1991 – EB/1265/CC – Granted. Two storey brick extension to existing building comprising 6 no classrooms, library, staffroom & associated stores & offices together with internal alterations to the existing building 11 no new car parking spaces and associated landscape work.

1983 – EB/749/CC – Granted. Classroom Block Extensions.
3.8
1980 – EB/550/CC – Granted. Swimming Pool Hall, changing room and ancillary accommodation (not implemented).
3.9
1979 – EB/402/CC – Granted. New classroom block extensions and adaptions.
4.
Consultations and Representations 
4.1
Eastbourne Borough Council; Welcomes the improvement of facilities and has no objections subject to appropriate measures to deal with any impact on adjoining residents from MUGA lighting and any land contamination issues that may arise. 

4.2
Sport England; Raise no objection provided the artificial turf pitch is laid out and constructed as detailed in the proposed drawings.

4.3
Sussex Police (Crime Prevention Design Adviser); The CPDA fully supports the proposals from a crime prevention point of view. The level of crime and anti-social behaviour in the area is average when compared with the rest of Sussex and no real concerns are identified with the proposal. It will contribute to the safety and security of the site and of students, staff and visitors.

4.4
Southern Water Services Ltd; Raises no objection in principle but requests certain conditions and informatives be attached to any consent.  

4.5
Highway Authority; The Academy has capacity for 900 pupils but is currently operating below that with 720 pupils and 133 staff. A public Sports Centre shares the site. Recommended maximum parking provision for the proposed development, according to ESCC standards, is 85 spaces and 180 spaces for cycles. Proposed provision is 96 car parking spaces (including 9 disabled spaces) and 100 spaces for cycles. The 11 spaces in excess of standards will be available to Sports Centre users. Cycle parking is less than required but as it is a considerable improvement over exiting provision in terms of quantity and quality is considered acceptable. If this proves to be inadequate then additional provision can be considered through the Travel Plan. A modest increase of around 70 trips / day is anticipated as a result of the proposed development however the local network can easily cope with this. It is noted that the site currently operates below capacity anyway and could expand to that capacity without planning permission which would bring about the same increase in traffic. The site is well located for public transport particularly buses with various stops within easy walking distance. There are therefore no grounds for objection, subject to conditions being attached to any permission. 

4.6
Environment Agency; Raise no objection 

4.7
County Archaeologist; Although the site is within an Archaeologically Sensitive Area the conclusions of the desk based Assessment supporting the application, that there is low potential for remains owing to past construction and levelling, is agreed. Do not believe that any archaeological remains are likely to be affected by the proposals and therefore have no further recommendations to make.

4.8
Natural England; The site is in close proximity (approximately 1.5 km west) to Willingdon Down SSSI. However given the scale and nature of the proposal Natural England raise no objection 
4.9
County Ecologist; Acknowledges Willingdon Down SSSI, 1.5 km to the west as well as three SNCIs within 1 km of the site. Given the scale and nature of the proposals agree with the applicant’s assessment that development is unlikely to harm important wildlife habitats. Proposed tree planting is welcomed as is tree retention, enhancement of grassland habitats and inclusion of bird and bat boxes. 

4.10
Local Representations; 2 comments have been received. Neither object to the proposals in principle but comment:-
· That new tree planting should be of a species whose leaves do not block drains

· That additional parking may still be insufficient

· That any construction noise and / or vibration may make life intolerable for adjoining residents who work night shifts. 

5.
The Development Plan and other policies of relevance to this decision are:

5.1
The South East Plan 2009: Policy S3 (Education and Skills), Policy CC4 (Sustainable Design and Construction), W2 (waste management) 


On the 27 May 2010 the Secretary of State for Communities and Local Government highlighted the Government’s commitment to the intention to rapidly abolish Regional Strategies and return decision making powers on housing and planning to local Councils. On the 6 July 2010 the Secretary of State revoked, with immediate effect, Regional Strategies. However, a High Court decision on the 10 November 2010 found that Regional Strategies could not be revoked in their entirety. The effect of this decision is to re-establish Regional Strategies as part of the development plan and due weight will therefore be given to The South East Plan policies. However, the Government has indicated that it will enact its commitment to abolish Regional Strategies as part of the Localism Act which received Royal Assent on 15 November 2011. An Order is now required to revoke the Regional Strategy. The Government’s intention to revoke Regional Strategies is therefore a material consideration in the decision making process.

5.2
Eastbourne Borough Plan 2001-2011:  Policy UHT1 (Design and New Development); UHT4 (Visual Amenity); UHT7 (Landscaping); UHT13 (floodlighting), HO20 (Residential Amenity); LCF8 (small scale sport and recreation facilities), LCF18 (Additions to Existing Educational Establishments); NE23 (Nature Conservation of Other Sites), TR2 (Travel Demand), TR6 (Cycle Parking), TR7 (Pedestrians), TR11 (Parking Standards). 

5.3
East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006: Policy WLP11 (waste during construction), WLP12 (recycling facilities in large developments).
5.4
Policy Statement on Planning for Schools Development:  On the 15 August 2011 the Government issued, with immediate effect, a new policy statement on planning for school development.  In this context, the policy statement states that the planning system, when dealing with planning applications for state-funded schools should operate positively and there should be a presumption in favour of the development of state-funded schools. The policy statement encourages a collaborative approach to applications, particularly encouraging pre-application discussions and the use of planning obligations to help mitigate adverse impact of developments. It further asserts that where it is necessary to impose conditions, they should be necessary in order to make the development acceptable and be clearly justified, thereby demonstrably meeting the tests as set out in Circular 11/95. The policy statement indicates that the Secretary of State will be minded to consider refusal of any application for state-funded schools to be unreasonable conduct, unless it is supported by clear and cogent evidence.  

6.
Considerations

Need

6.1
Policy S3 of The South East Plan requires that local planning authorities ensure adequate provision of school and community learning facilities, particularly within a mixed use approach. The proposal fulfils this aspiration insofar as it refurbishes the existing premises and includes facilities such as a floodlit artificial turf pitch which will be available for community use when not required by the Academy as well as the Multi Agency Facility for local families. The site has capacity for 900 pupils but has seen numbers fall from 820 in 2006 to 717 in 2008 although staff numbers rose in that time from 119 to 133. Current pupil numbers have risen again to 807.

Impact of extension and refurbishment on appearance of the area and residential amenities

6.2
Policy UHT1 of the Eastbourne Borough Plan requires all new development to satisfy a wide range of criteria in respect of design, access and impact on its surroundings. Policies UHT1(h) and LCF18(d) of the Eastbourne Borough Plan aim to ensure that the development of such educational facilities provides suitable means of access for the needs of people with disabilities and with mobility problems. Policy HO20 of the Eastbourne Borough Plan seeks to ensure that development does not result in any adverse impact on the amenities of occupiers of neighbouring residential properties in terms of loss of privacy, noise and disturbance. 

6.3
The proposals provide for a new building inserted into the centre of the existing arrangements over the footprint of the existing hall, drama wing and western entrance. The current collection of buildings has evolved over a number of years in a piecemeal fashion in the absence of an overall Masterplan. This has led to many operational issues. For example there are many level changes within the buildings which can only be negotiated by steps. Moving between certain parts of the buildings can only be achieved by going outside. One of the aims of the proposal to insert the new extension is to resolve these mobility and circulation issues and to improve connections within the Academy.    

6.4
Another issue that has arisen is the disparate styles of the various buildings and in particular materials. While the dominant material is brick there are something like 6 different types that have been used. With this in mind it is not possible to match all but equally there is no desire to introduce another material altogether which would jar with the various brick types. The proposal is therefore for a lighter brick with a proprietary cladding around the new entrance to emphasise it. This will also help to visually tie the new extension back to the remaining buildings.       

6.5
The new extension itself is a large structure in the context of the Academy site. Nevertheless it’s siting among existing buildings and away from boundaries means that it will not be seen from surrounding streets and will not adversely impact on residential neighbours. A further benefit is that the kitchens, currently close to the east boundary with Henfield Road are to be moved into the new extension and therefore any attendant noise and odour will be further away from neighbours.     

6.6
The appearance of the proposal is simple with brick facings and pvc windows and will complement existing buildings on the site with no adverse impact on surroundings.  

6.7
A neighbour has expressed concern about noise and disruption during construction which might affect work and rest patterns. This is not a reason to refuse planning permission and whilst regrettable for the individual concerned is an inevitable consequence of construction. It is recommended that construction hours are restricted to those requested by the applicant mainly in recognition of the proximity of neighbours to the Academy site, subject to some flexibility that can be agreed by officers, and that this situation is monitored. Overall the proposed extension will satisfy Policies LCF18, HO20 and UHT1 of the Eastbourne Borough Plan.

Impact of floodlit artificial turf pitch

6.8
Policy LCF8 offers general encouragement for small scale sports facilities where they are well designed and are not detrimental to residential, visual or environmental amenity. Policy UHT13 seeks to ensure floodlighting is appropriate for its purpose and in its impact on surroundings. Policy HO20 of the Eastbourne Borough Plan seeks to ensure that development does not result in any adverse impact on the amenities of occupiers of neighbouring residential properties in terms of noise and disturbance. 

6.9
The new artificial turf pitch (ATP) is the most likely source of noise in the whole proposal and therefore might be of adverse impact on the area. It is proposed to be sited on the north edge of the playing fields next to an existing, slightly smaller, floodlit hard court laid out for tennis and netball and a smaller still floodlit Astroturf pitch. The proposed ATP will be designed to Football Association standards and will have a 3G plastic pile playing surface marked out with 2 no. 5-a-side football pitches. It will be primarily available for Academy use but as the surface is more durable than grass, will be available for community use as part of the Borough Council run Sports Centre which shares the Academy site. This is a similar arrangement to the existing adjoining floodlit sports courts.      

6.10
The ATP will be sited a minimum 50 metres from the nearest residential properties to the west in Lindfield Road. Bearing in mind the adjoining outdoor floodlit courts and the size (and therefore the player capacity) of the proposed ATP this separating distance is considered sufficient to prevent any undue adverse impact to the residential amenities from noise provided the hours of operation are comparable to the existing courts i.e. 10 pm finish. This should be controlled by an appropriate condition.
6.11
Floodlighting is the other potential source of nuisance. The outline floodlighting proposals intend 4 columns each 10 metres high topped with 2 luminaires. The application site is within a well lit suburban location and although the ATP is to be sited on a playing field (which is not currently lit) it will be next to existing floodlit sports facilities. The impact of the proposed floodlighting has been assessed and advised to be appropriate for the character of the area and could operate without adverse impact on nearby residents. Therefore, whilst acceptable in principle, the precise details of floodlighting systems and installation need to be controlled by appropriate condition in order to satisfy Policy LCF8.

6.12
On this basis the proposed ATP is a welcome sports facility for the local community.  Owing to its size and position, it is not expected to unduly affect residential amenities in terms of noise and light impact in accordance with Policies UHT13, LCF8 and HO20 in the Eastbourne Borough Plan, provided adequate controls over hours of operation and lighting are included as part of any permission. 

Transport and Parking

6.13
Policy TR2 in the Eastbourne Borough Plan requires that development proposals provide for the travel demand they create. Policy TR6 requires adequate facilities for cyclists to be provided in new developments and Policy TR7 requires provision to be made for the needs of pedestrians including those with disability and mobility difficulties. Policy TR11 requires compliance with approved maximum car parking standards with provision reflecting site accessibility. These requirements are complemented by Policy LCF18(c) which seeks to ensure that proposals to extend education facilities within sites identified for education use will be granted planning permission where the development provides good, safe and secure access by public transport, on foot and by bicycle. 

6.14  
The capacity of the Academy (900) is not proposed to change compared to its current capacity although car parking provision is to be increased to a level in excess of maximum standards for educational use. However there is an allowance to be made in this excess amount for the public Sports Centre on the site. Cycle parking is less than the required standard although as it is a significant quantitative and qualitative improvement compared to existing provision it is considered acceptable. A Framework Travel Plan has been drafted for the Academy which aims to secure a modal shift of school related journeys away from cars towards car sharing, public transport, bicycles and walking. The operation of the Plan would highlight whether cycle parking provision is sufficient in practise and would provide a framework to provide more. It also contains proposed mechanisms for a dedicated Travel Co-ordinator within the Academy and for periodic review of the Plan. This is welcomed and its adoption and development should be secured by condition attached to any consent.       

6.15
The site is well located for buses with stops in Brodrick Road and Lindfield Road and is approximately 1.3 km from Hampden Park railway station. The current main access to the site is from Brodrick Road which is to be remodelled and widened partly to make it both more prominent and more welcoming. Another purpose of this is to separate the pedestrian access from the vehicular access to improve safety and give more pedestrians priority. In contrast to the current arrangements pedestrians will be able to walk from Brodrick Road onto the Academy site and into the new entrance to the building entirely separate from cars.

6.16
Notwithstanding the local representation regarding additional parking being insufficient the increased car (including disabled parking) and cycle parking provision as well as alterations to the site layout increasing separation of pedestrians from vehicles are welcomed and with appropriate conditions will satisfy the aims of Policies TR2, TR6, TR7, TR11 and LCF18 in the Eastbourne Borough Plan. 
Landscape and Ecology

6.17
Policy UHT7 in the Eastbourne Borough Plan requires that development proposals seek to make improvements to the physical environment. Policy NE23 seeks to resist development that will adversely affect habitat or flora or fauna of demonstrable nature conservation importance. 

6.18
The site is not designated as an area of either landscape or habitat importance. The nearest area of note is a Site of Nature Conservation Importance at Ham Shaw 0.3 km to the south. There are few trees of significance on the site although there are some clumps to the south-east of the buildings near to the east site boundary and mosaics of shrub, grass and tall vegetation around the edges of the playing fields 

6.19
A Phase 1 Habitat survey has been carried out which found little of interest in terms of wildlife habitats but noted potential foraging areas. The proposed development is not in parts of the site that would affect these habitats or foraging areas and there is therefore no conflict with Policy NE23 of the Eastbourne Borough Plan.    

6.20
The proposal is not confined to extending the Academy but has an aim to refurbish the whole site. This will include landscaping to enrich outdoor education and social spaces with new materials and surfacing but planting as well. Existing trees are to be protected with new planting concentrated along the Brodrick Road frontage to give maximum impact in the area as well as some planting around the edges of the playing field. This is to be welcomed not only because it will help make the whole site more attractive but also because planting provides wildlife habitat and improves biodiversity. Precise details need to be agreed by conditions but the aims of Policy UHT7 will be met when the planting is carried out.       

Waste Minimisation and Sustainability

6.21
Policy W2 of The South East Plan encourages minimisation of construction waste and promotes layouts and designs that provide space for recycling, storage and re-use. These aims are reflected in Policies WLP11 and WLP12 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan. 

6.22
The applicant has advised that the construction costs for the project will be over £300,000 and therefore, under the Site Waste Management Plans Regulations 2008, a Site Waste Management Plan will need to be prepared by the applicant. The Waste Management Plans Regulations will require that the applicant addresses the management of waste on and off the construction site, including recycling and re-use of waste.  Therefore, in this instance waste minimisation on site will be achieved in this way and the applicant is reminded of this by the inclusion of a proposed informative. Policies W2 in The South East Plan and WLP11 in the Waste Local Plan will also be satisfied.

6.23
Policy WLP12 in the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan requires that all development proposals attracting a large number of people have regard to the extent to which the proposals include facilities for recycling of waste. The existing kitchen storage is to be moved from the Brodrick Road frontage to a location within the site where it is less visible. It will also include an area designated for refuse and recycling storage close to the re-sited kitchens. This satisfies Policy WLP12. 

6.24
Policy CC4 in The South East Plan expects proposals to adopt and incorporate sustainable construction standards and techniques. In this case the approach is to minimise energy consumption by insulating and ensuring air tightness well in excess of current Building Regulations. Other measures proposed are natural ventilation and automatic artificial light control. Infrastructure will be included to allow for solar photovoltaic cells to be added in the future. 

6.25
It is more straightforward to achieve energy efficiency in the proposed new extension than to retrofit the remaining fabric of the existing buildings although new high efficiency condensing boilers are to be installed to fire the Academy heating system. The overall approach is considered to satisfy the aims of policy CC4 in The South East Plan.

7.
Conclusion and reasons for approval

7.1
In accordance with Section 38 of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 the decision on this application should be taken in accordance with the development plan unless material considerations indicate otherwise.

7.2
The proposed new development and refurbishment works will not adversely affect the residential amenities of neighbouring properties and will enhance the appearance of the Academy in the area. Additional parking for vehicles and cycles are welcomed as is the revised site layout which will improve accessibility for pedestrians. The proposal therefore complies with Policies S3 (Education and Skills) and CC4 (Sustainable Design and Construction) in The South East Plan 2009; with  Policies UHT1 (Design and New Development); UHT4 (Visual Amenity); UHT7 (Landscaping); UHT13 (floodlighting), HO20 (Residential Amenity); LCF8 (small scale sport and recreation facilities), LCF18 (Additions to Existing Educational Establishments); NE23 (Nature Conservation of Other Sites), TR2 (Travel  Demand), TR6 (Cycle Parking), TR7 (Pedestrians) and TR11 (Parking Standards) in the Eastbourne Borough Plan 2001-2011 and with Policies WLP11 (waste during construction) and WLP12 (recycling facilities in large developments) in the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

7.3
There are no other material considerations and the decision should be taken in accordance with the development plan. 

8.
Recommendation

8.1
To recommend the Planning Committee to grant planning permission subject to the following conditions:-

1.
The development hereby permitted shall be commenced before the expiration of three years from the date of this permission.


Reason: To comply with Section 91 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990.

2.
The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with the plans listed in the Schedule of Approved Plans.


Reason: For the avoidance of doubt and in the interests of proper planning.

3.
Construction shall be carried out in accordance with Section 10 (Tree Protection Measures), Section 11 (Tree Works), Section 12 (Sequence of Works) and Section 13 (Recommendations) of the Arboricultural Report AR/12111, November 2011.  


Reason: To protect retained trees during construction In the interests of visual amenity of the area and to comply with Policy UHT7 of the Eastbourne Borough Plan 2004.

4.
Prior to commencement of development a Construction Management Plan shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Director of Economy, Transport and Environment and the construction programme carried out in accordance with the approved Plan. The Construction Management Plan shall include details of how vehicles and people will safely enter, move around and leave the site during construction (including details of managing the potential conflict of construction traffic and existing highway infrastructure).


Reason: To ensure safety on and off site during construction.

5.
During any form of demolition, earthworks or excavations that are carried out as part of the development, suitable vehicle wheel washing equipment should be provided within the site, to the written approval of the Director of Economy, Transport and Environment. Such equipment shall be retained in working order and used so that no construction related vehicle leaves the site with mud, dust or debris on its wheels.


Reason: To prevent contamination and damage to the adjacent roads In the interests of highway safety and for the benefit and convenience of the public at large.

6.
Development shall not commence above ground level until samples of the materials to be used in the construction of the external surfaces of the extensions hereby permitted have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Director of Economy, Transport and Environment. Development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details.


Reason: To ensure the appropriate appearance of the development in the area in accordance with Policy UHT1 of the Eastbourne Borough Plan 2004.

7.
The approved development shall not be occupied until details of hard and soft landscaping works have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Director of Economy, Transport and Environment and these works shall be carried out as approved. 


These details shall include:


- Means of enclosure including fencing


- Hard surfacing materials


- Any minor artefacts and structures (e.g. furniture, play equipment, refuse or other storage units, lighting etc)


- Planting details


- Implementation and maintenance programme (Management Plan)


The landscaped areas shall be planted and maintained thereafter in accordance with the approved Management Plan.

The approved areas shall thereafter be retained for that use and shall not be used other than for the parking of motor vehicles.
