TEMPORARY PLANNING PERMISSION TO THE SITING OF A DOUBLE 


MOBILE CLASSROOM ON THE PLAYGROUND TO THE SOUTH EAST OF 

THE MAIN SCHOOL BUILDING.  ST LEONARDS C OF E PRIMARY – HS/3192/CC

The Committee considered a report by the Director of Communities, Economy and Transport.  An addendum for this item was circulated at the meeting which proposed changes to condition 5.   The Chair informed the Committee that Councillor Forward had indicated that she supported the recommendation.

Members have considered the Officer’s report, together with the addendum, and agree with the conclusion and reasons for recommendation as set out in paragraph 7 of the report and the proposed revised condition.

RESOLVED to grant planning permission subject to the following conditions:-

1.
The temporary mobile classrooms and associated development hereby permitted shall by 31 July 2019 be removed and the land restored to its former physical state of a playground use with tarmac surface, or as agreed in accordance with a scheme submitted to and approved in writing by the Director of Communities, Economy and Transport.

Reason: The nature or form of development is only considered appropriate for a temporary period because of the design and appearance of the mobile unit, a more permanent solution should be sought.

2.
The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with the plans listed in the Schedule of Approved Plans.

Reason: For the avoidance of doubt and in the interests of proper planning.

3.
Within three months of the occupation of the mobile unit, an updated School Travel Plan which addresses the increase in pupil and staff numbers shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Director of Communities, Economy, and Transport. The School Travel Plan shall include targets for reduced car use, and an ongoing monitoring programme to ensure these targets are met. The updated School Travel Plan shall be implemented and thereafter maintained and/or developed in accordance with the approved details.

Reason: To increase awareness and use of alternative modes of transport for school journeys and reduce congestion at school delivery and collection times in accordance with Saved Policies CN7 of Hastings Local Plan 2004, T3 of Hastings Planning Strategy 2013 and DM4 of the Hastings Local Plan 2011-2028 Development Management Plan, Revised Proposed Submission Version 2013.

4.
No development shall commence until the trees to the east and south of the proposed mobile unit on approved plan 8727/01 a are protected by Heras fencing, or a similar means of enclosure, which shall be erected prior to construction works and thereafter maintained until such time as construction on site is completed. Within the fenced off areas there shall be no access for vehicles or storage of materials. Any alteration to ground levels or foundations within this root protection zone shall be undertaken in accordance with BS 5837: Trees in Relation to Construction. Should any works to tree canopies be required to clear overhanging branches then these shall be undertaken in accordance with BS 5737: Trees in Relation to Construction. The trees shall be maintained thereafter and any tree on site within 5 metres of the mobile unit that dies or becomes diseased or damaged within 5 years of the completion of development shall be replaced, unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Director of Communities, Economy and Transport.

Reason: In order to safeguard features which contribute to local visual amenities in accordance with Policy DG1 of the Hastings Local Plan 2004.

5.
The proposed classroom heating plant shall not be in use other than between the hours of 0730 and 1730 on Monday to Friday inclusive during term times and at no other times except for works of essential maintenance or which are to respond to an emergency, frost control or as otherwise agreed in writing by the Director of Communities, Economy and Transport.
Reason: To safeguard the amenities of the occupiers of properties in the vicinity of the site and to comply with Saved Policies DG1 and DG4 of Hastings Local Plan 2004 and DM6 of Hastings Local Plan 2011-2028 Development Management Plan, Revised Proposed Submission Version 2013.
6.
At all times, the noise level from the new classroom heating plant as measured at the nearest noise sensitive receptors (14 Cavendish Avenue on plan 8727/01a) must be at least 5 dB(A) below the average background noise levels, to be measured in accordance with BS 4142:1997. If this level is exceeded, then the applicant should submit for the approval of the Director of Communities Economy and Transport a noise attenuation scheme and implementation timetable, which shall thereafter be undertaken in accordance with the approved details.

Reason: To safeguard the residential amenities of occupiers of properties in the vicinity of the site in accordance with Saved Policies DG1 and DG4 of Hastings Local Plan 2004 and Policy DM6 of Hastings Local Plan 2011-2028 Development Management Plan, Revised Proposed Submission Version 2013.

RESOLVED - To grant the application for non-material amendment and alter the wording of conditions attached to RR/2474/CC(EIA) as follows:-

7.
Development shall not be brought into full permanent use by the public until the approved scheme for the free passage and/or protection of animals by means of highway underpasses, bridges and any other means has been provided and shall thereafter be retained unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Head of Planning. If, during construction, the temporary use of part of the Link Road is required this shall only be undertaken with protection measures appropriate to the temporary use in place and following the prior written approval of the Head of Planning.

Reason: To maintain appropriate access for animals. 

8.
The Link Road shall not be brought into full permanent use by the public until the Greenway and associated connections to the adjoining Rights of Way and permissive footways have been completed in full accordance with details first approved by the Head of Planning. If, during construction, the temporary use of part of the Link Road is required this shall only be undertaken following the prior written approval of the Head of Planning.

Reason: To ensure the provision of improved walking, cycling and horse riding facilities linked to the existing network of Rights of Way and permissive footpaths. 
9.
Development including each phase of construction shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details showing vehicular construction access from a public highway. The details include the location of all temporary site construction compounds and fences for all parts of the Link Road and access points to the public highway. The compounds and any temporary associated works shall be removed and the land restored to its previous condition within 6 months of the Link Road opening for public use unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Head of Planning. If, during construction, temporary use of part of the Link Road is required, this shall only be undertaken following the prior written approval of the Head of Planning.

Reason: In the interests of highway safety 

13.
Development shall not be brought into full permanent use by the public until all approved details of boundary walls, fences and other means of enclosure to be erected within the site have been provided and shall thereafter be retained unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Head of Planning. If during construction, the temporary use of part of the Link Road is required this shall only be undertaken with means of enclosure appropriate to the temporary use and following the prior written approval of the Head of Planning. 

Reason: To ensure the appropriate appearance of the development in the area. 

15.
The development shall not be brought into full permanent use by the public until all hard and soft landscape works have been carried out in accordance with the approved details. A constructed survey plan with contours at no more than

0.5 metre vertical intervals to show the finished landform shall be submitted to the Head of Planning within three months of all land grading works having been completed with topsoil finishes. If during construction, the temporary use of part of the Link Road is required this shall only be undertaken following the prior written approval of the Head of Planning.

Reason: To integrate the development effectively into the surrounding environment.

20.
Development shall be carried out in accordance with approved details of the temporary measures to retain at all times designated and permissive Rights of Way affected by the construction work. All approved arrangements shall be implemented prior to permanent, full use of the Link Road by the public and retained thereafter. If, during construction, the temporary use of part of the Link Road is required, this shall only be undertaken with appropriate temporary measures in place and following the prior written approval of the Head of Planning

Reason: To retain appropriate access in the interests of the amenity of the Locality. 

21.
Development shall not be brought into full permanent use by the public until all approved noise attenuation arrangements to reduce traffic noise from the Link Road have been provided unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Head of Planning. If, during construction, the temporary use of part of the Link Road is required, this shall only be undertaken with appropriate noise attenuation measures and following the prior written approval of the Head of Planning.

Reason: In the interests of residential and rural amenity of the area.

Development shall not be brought into full permanent use by the public until the approved detailed surface water drainage scheme for the site has been fully implemented unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Head of Planning. If during construction, the temporary use of part of the Link Road is required, this shall only be undertaken with appropriate surface water drainage having first been provided and following the prior written approval of the Head of Planning.

Reason: To prevent the increased risk of flooding, to improve and protect water quality, improve habitat and amenity, and ensure future maintenance of the system.
