INFORMATIVE

1.	The applicant is reminded that, under the Conservation of Habitats and Species Regulations 2017 (as amended) and the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 (as amended), it is an offence to: deliberately capture, disturb, injure, or kill great crested newts; damage or destroy a breeding or resting place; deliberately obstructing access to a resting or sheltering place. Planning consent for a development does not provide a defence against prosecution under these acts. Should great crested newts be found at any stages of the development works, then all works should cease, and Natural England should be contacted for advice. The following recommendations are provided to further reduce the likelihood of impacts on this species: 
• Any trenches left overnight should be covered or provided with ramps to prevent GCN from becoming trapped. 
• Any building materials such as bricks, stone etc. should be stored on pallets to discourage GCN from using them as shelter. 	
•Any demolition materials should be stored in skips or similar containers rather than in piles on ground.

5.3	National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) 2023: Paragraph 8b states that sustainable development has “a social objective… by fostering well designed, beautiful, and safe spaces.” Additionally, Paragraph 96b of the NPPF states that “decisions should aim to… be safe and accessible, so that crime and disorder, and the fear of crime, do not undermine the quality of life or community cohesion”

5.4	Policy Statement on Planning for Schools Development 2011: The statement outlines that there should be a presumption in favour of the development of state-funded schools, and that local authorities should make full use of their planning powers to support and help deliver development that has a positive impact on the community.

5.5	High Weald AONB Management Plan 2024-2029:The Plan sets out the Policy for the management of the area. Of particular relevance to this proposal is Objective S2 which sets out actions to enhance the architectural quality of the High Weald and ensure development reflects the character of the High Weald in its scale, layout and design.
