Boundary Walls and Fencing – Proposed Fencing
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Following earlier discussions it was determined that there was a preference for a post and wire fence in lieu of the wooden post and four rail fence previously proposed. The detail below, taken from BS 1722-2 2006, depicts the proposed fencing. The fence will need the addition of netting only where it is required to provide stockproofing (sheep or mixed grazing).

There will be no need to erect a fence specifically along the highway (as opposed to the development area) boundary; though there will be some (post and wire) around the proposed shaws and, of course, badger fencing around foraging areas and noise fencing as necessary.
