Condition 17 – Construction Hours

I refer to your letter dated 23 June 2020, requesting approval to undertake works outside the approved hours, in relation to the above development.  I also refer to your email dated 2 July 2020 [17:48].  For clarification, the approved hours for construction activities under Condition 17 are currently 7am – 7pm Mondays to Fridays and 7am – 1pm on Saturdays.  No working is permitted on Sundays, Bank or Public Holidays.  

A sheet pile wall was previously installed and used as a delineation between the North Pier construction works and the railway.  This was a temporary arrangement and, as works in this area are nearing completion, it is necessary to remove the sheet piles in order that the area can be reinstated.  It is also the intention to remove the temporary parapet formwork from above the railway.  You are, therefore, seeking approval to carry out works, outside the approved hours for construction, in order to facilitate these works.  To ensure operations are carried out safely and to avoid any risks to the operational railway, these works will be carried out during full railway possessions, in consultation with Network Rail.

A 35 tonne excavator and Movax attachment will be used to remove the sheet piles, which will be cut off below finished ground level.  In addition, a 100 tonne mobile crane and mobile elevated platforms will be used in the operation to remove the formwork over the railway.
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In order to undertake these works, as detailed in your letter, you are seeking consent to work outside the approved hours of construction on the following dates/times:
· Monday 6th July 2020, 23.45 hours – Tuesday 7th July 2020, 04.35 hours;
· Tuesday 7th July 2020, 23.45 hours – Wednesday 8th July 2020, 04.35 hours;
· Wednesday 8th July 2020, 23.45 hours – Thursday 9th July 2020, 04.35 hours; and
· Thursday 9th July 2020, 23.45 hours – Friday 10th July 2020, 04.35 hours

Access to the works will be from the existing South compound located within Newhaven Port.  During the works there will be fifteen planned personnel on site.

The key plant and equipment to be used for the works are:

· 1 x Coussens 100 tonne mobile crane:

· 1 x 35 tonne excavator;

· Movax SG-75V c/w modular arm and sheet pile clamps:

· 25 tonne excavator; 

· Telehandler;

· 3 x Cherry Pickers; and

· Tractor and trailer.

In order to minimise the impact on the local community, you are proposing the following mitigation:

· Task lighting (if required) will be arranged around the perimeter of the works facing downwards and into the works to minimise light spillage; 

· Machines and equipment will be turned off when not in use; and

· Reversing beacons will be turned off and alternative safe movement practices adopted.  This will include exclusion zones and standing down operations during plant movements.

In addition, to keep the local community informed, an advance memo will be placed on your information boards positioned around the site.  This will include details of the works and contact details for the site team.  

I have considered this request and taken into account the nature of the works proposed and the potential impact of the works on the amenity of the local community.  Whilst these works are proposed to be carried out during what are considered to be particularly unsociable hours, this has to be balanced against the necessity to undertake the works during full railway possessions.  Consequently, in accordance with the powers delegated to me and pursuant to the provisions within Condition 17 of the above planning permission, I hereby APPROVE the additional hours of working during the hours detailed above, in your letter dated 23 June 2020 and email dated 2 July 2020 [17:48].  

Finally, please note that if at any time the activities being carried out in these extended hours give rise to justifiable complaint, or demonstrable harm to amenity, I reserve the right to withdraw this temporary amendment to the permitted working hours.  Please also note that should you receive any complaints, you should notify Sarah Iles on Lewes (01273) 481631 within two working days of receiving the complaint.
