As you will be aware, there are currently ongoing discussions with regard to the planting mix and the wildflower mix, and further submissions will be required before these can be agreed.  Details of the Highway extent are also awaited.  Notwithstanding this, with the exception of the planting schedules, the details submitted in relation to the landform and landscaping are considered to be acceptable.  Consequently, I confirm that the submitted details in relation to Condition 5 are PARTIALLY APPROVED under the power delegated to me by the County Council.  For the avoidance of doubt, it should be noted that the planting schedules are NOT approved.
It should be noted that this letter SOLELY relates to the conditions attached to the planning permission (LW/2565/CC) for the Newhaven Port Access Road.  It does not infer or imply acceptability of the details, insofar as other licences/approvals/consents, which may be required by other regulatory bodies or organisations, are concerned.  

Consultations have taken place on the details submitted.  Please note below comments received from relevant consultees:

Environment Agency:

This development and the associated works on the site may require a permit under the Environmental Permitting (England and Wales) Regulations 2010 from the Environment Agency for any proposed works or structures, in, under, over or within 8 metres of the top of the bank of the River Ouse, designated as a main river. This type of permit is called a ‘Flood Risk Activity Permit’, and was formerly known as a ‘Flood Defence Consent’.  Further details about Flood Risk Activity Permits can be found on the GOV.UK website using the following link - https://www.gov.uk/guidance/flood-risk-activities-environmental-permits. 
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The applicant should note that a permit is separate to and in addition to any planning permission granted.  The granting of planning permission does not necessarily lead to the granting of a permit.

Lead Local Flood Authority:
The applicant is already aware that they will need to submit an ordinary watercourse consent application for the watercourses being diverted.  We will assess the flood risk impacts of their proposals through the OWC application process.

Marine Management Organisation:
Activities taking place below the mean high water mark may require a marine licence in accordance with the Marine and Coastal Access Act (MCAA) 2009.  Such activities include the construction, alteration or improvement of any works, dredging, or a deposit or removal of a substance or object below the mean high water springs mark or in any tidal river to the extent of the tidal influence.  Local authorities may wish to refer to our marine licensing guide for local planning authorities for more detailed information.  You can also apply to the MMO for consent under the Electricity Act 1989 (as amended) for offshore generating stations between 1 and 100 megawatts in England and parts of Wales.  The MMO is also the authority responsible for processing and determining harbour orders in England, and for some ports in Wales, and for granting consent under various local Acts and orders regarding harbours.  A wildlife licence is also required for activities that that would affect a UK or European protected marine species.

To clarify, I confirm that the submitted details are approved in relation to Condition 3 and partially approved in relation to Condition 5, as detailed above.
