SECTION 106 LEGAL UNDERTAKING: OPERATIONAL ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT PLAN
I refer to your letter dated 15 December 2015 and the draft Operational Environmental Management Plan (OEMP) submitted for approval pursuant to the S106 Legal Undertaking related to the Planning Permission detailed above.  I also refer to Bob Pape’s email dated 16 December 2015 [14:26].

· Document B1297000-PH2/3000.06a/0010 Rev 4 - Operational Environmental Management Plan (OEMP) – December 2015
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The S106 Legal Undertaking related to the planning permission RR/2474/CC(EIA) requires approval of an OEMP before the opening of the Link Road for public use.  Clause 3.2 and Schedule 3 of the S106 Legal Undertaking set out the requirements for the arrangements to be covered by the OEMP and certain matters which should be included in it.  The requirements of the S106 Legal Undertaking are considered in the OEMP itself including, where necessary, references to where there is overlap with specific conditions attached to the Planning Permission.  

The details in the draft OEMP have been reviewed, and following appraisal revisions have been made to the OEMP, and, the applicant has also given an undertaking to produce, within two months, further details and refinements required by the County Planning Authority.  The latest version of the draft OEMP is considered acceptable in principle, although there remain certain items outstanding which means full approval cannot yet be finalised.  

It was originally envisaged that the development under the Planning Permission would be fully completed, and then the Link Road would open for public use.  However, due to the elongated construction schedule and delays resulting from adverse weather and ground conditions, there are outstanding works still to be undertaken.  The Link Road carriageway is ready for use and the outstanding works relate to the Greenway, fencing and landscaping.  Consequently, construction activities will be continuing once the Link Road is opened to traffic and, therefore, the Construction Environmental Management Plan (CEMP) will continue to apply.  The OEMP will follow on from the CEMP, once the construction is complete.  

On balance, it is considered that the draft OEMP (Revision 4) is acceptable in principle and can be partially approved, on the basis that further details and amendments will be submitted as agreed to be undertaken by the applicant.  Upon approval of the OEMP, a copy of it will be supplied to Rother District Council and Hastings Borough Council, in accordance with Clause 4.4 of the S106 Legal Undertaking.

I confirm that the draft OEMP (Revision 4) is, in principle, PARTIALLY APPROVED under the provisions of the S106 Legal Undertaking, SUBJECT TO:

(i) further agreed revisions and refinements being submitted within two months of the date of this letter for approval by the Head of Planning and Environment, or such other time as agreed by the Head of Planning and Environment; and

(ii) the full finalised OEMP being then approved by the Head of Planning and Environment.
