I refer to your letter dated 27 August, requesting approval to undertake works outside the approved hours, in relation to the above development.  For clarification, the approved hours for construction activities under Condition 11 are currently 7am – 7pm Mondays to Fridays and 7am – 1pm on Saturdays.  No working is permitted on Sundays, Bank or Public Holidays.  The only current variation to these hours is the work being undertaken between the hours of 1pm – 7pm on Saturdays (1pm – 4pm on Saturdays for deliveries of stone to Elva Way), which was subject to separate approval on 23 August.  This approval for extended working hours expires on 31 October 2013.
You are now requesting a further extension to the working hours to enable the installation of railway track monitoring equipment to be carried out and the removal of the UKPN overhead lines across the railway track.  These works will be carried out during a T3 possession from Network Rail, which is on Sunday 1 September from 8am – 8pm.

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I have given consideration to this request and taken into account the potential impact of the works on the amenity of nearby residents.  I can confirm that under the powers delegated to me, I agree to the additional working hours as set out above with regard solely to the works to be undertaken during the T3 possession and they are therefore agreed pursuant to the provisions within Condition 11 of the above planning permission.  No other works elsewhere on the Scheme are permitted during this period.  Please note that this approval only applies between 8am – 8pm on Sunday 1 September, unless an extension to this period is agreed in writing by the Head of Planning. 
Please note that if at any time the activities being carried out in these extended hours give rise to justifiable complaint, or harm to amenity, I reserve the right to withdraw this temporary amendment to the permitted working hours.
