If evidence is found that bats are roosting within this location, details of any necessary appropriate mitigation, including a timescale, or compensation shall be submitted for approval, in writing, to the Head of Planning. The approved scheme shall be implemented within an agreed timescale to the satisfaction of the Head of Planning.


	The submitted Bat Survey Report and Mitigation Strategy 2012 indicates bats are roosting in low numbers at Glovers House and Glovers Barn. The development is not considered to have an impact on these bats, however, therefore no mitigation is proposed. 
The survey additionally covers the whole of the Bexhill to Hastings Link Road Scheme and outlines impacts, mitigation strategies and monitoring proposals for effected areas.
