CONDITION 11 – CONSTRUCTION HOURS

I refer to your letter dated 20 March 2014, requesting approval to undertake works outside the approved hours of construction.  For clarification, the approved hours for construction activities under Condition 11 are currently 7am – 7pm Mondays to Fridays and 7am – 1pm on Saturdays.  No working is permitted on Sundays, Bank or Public Holidays.  The only current variation to these hours is the work being undertaken for the rebuilding of Adams Farm Barn between the hours of 13.00 and 17.00 on Saturdays and between 09.00 and 17.00 on Sundays, which was subject to separate approval on 27 February 2014.  However, this approval for extended working hours at Adams Farm expires on 20 April 2014.
You are now seeking approval to undertake works between the hours of 13.00 and 17.00 on Saturday 22 March 2014.  The works will involve bulk earthworks through the rural section of the scheme only, from Ninfield Road Bridge to Queensway and will involve approximately 20 operatives working.  Plant to be used includes 360° excavators, Moxy dump trucks, rollers and bulldozers.  You have indicated that the reason for the request to work outside the approved hours is to mitigate the delays encountered from recent adverse weather conditions.

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I have given consideration to this request and taken into account the nature of the works proposed and the potential impact of the works on the amenity of local residents and recreational users of the area.   I have also reviewed the length of time you have requested and consider that there is scope for these works to be undertaken outside of the construction hours approved under condition 11.  Therefore under the powers delegated to me pursuant to condition 11, I hereby APPROVE the works detailed in your letter dated 20 March 2014 being carried out between the hours of 13.00 and 17.00 on Saturday 22 March 2014.  
Please note that if at any time these works outside the approved construction hours gives rise to justifiable complaint, or harm to amenity, I reserve the right to withdraw this temporary approval.
