Since it appears that Biffa is unable to receive the materials from the Pebsham HWRS development for restoration purposes at its landfill at Pebsham and, according to your calculations, there are only approximately 4 days remaining for excavations and removal of materials to be undertaken, I accept that these materials can be exported from the site to the Oakwood Park Showground in Maresfield, subject to all the necessary regulatory consents being in place at that site. I also acknowledge your assurance that no further materials will be taken from the Pebsham site to the British Gypsum site at Robertsbridge. On that basis, the revised SWMP can be approved.
