	The applicant has confirmed the following with respect to condition 3:
i) Deliveries would be made using eight-wheeled thirty tonne tipper lorries with a nominal capacity of 14m3. 

ii) Daily deliveries would be 5 per day, although a maximum of 8 may be taken

iii) A map has been provided showing an acceptable route to the site avoiding Selmeston Village to the south

iv) Deliveries will take place Monday to Friday between 09:00 and 17:00

v) A map has been provided showing the location of temporary signage. A visual example of the temporary signage has also been provided. The applicant has confirmed the signage and locations have been discussed and agreed with the Highway Authority Area Office.
