Hastings Borough Council has not formally determined whether Saved Policies in the Hastings Local Plan are in general conformity with the NPPF. Saved Policies C1 and C2 are considered by the County Planning Authority to be in general conformity with the overarching principles of the NPPF.

East Sussex, South Downs and Brighton & Hove Waste and Minerals Local Plan 2013; Policy WMP3d (minimising and managing waste during construction, demolition and excavation)

National Planning Policy Framework, 2012: The National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) does not change the status of the development plan as the starting point for decision making but it does constitute guidance as a material consideration in determining planning applications. Due weight should be given to relevant policies in existing plans according to their degree of consistency with the NPPF. At the heart of the NPPF is a presumption in favour of sustainable development. Section 12 deals with conserving and enhancing the historic environment and paragraph 72 advises local planning authorities to give great weight to the need to alter schools.
Policy Statement on Planning for Schools Development: The policy statement states that the planning system, when dealing with planning applications for state-funded schools should operate positively and there should be a presumption in favour of the development of state-funded schools. It encourages a collaborative approach to applications, particularly encouraging pre-application discussions and the use of planning obligations to help mitigate adverse impact of developments. It further asserts that where it is necessary to impose conditions they should be necessary in order to make the development acceptable and be clearly justified, thereby demonstrably meeting the tests as set out in Circular 11/95. The policy statement indicates that the Secretary of State will be minded to consider refusal of any application for state funded schools to be unreasonable conduct unless it is supported by clear and cogent evidence.
Reasons for Approval:-
Overall the proposal will preserve the character and appearance of the Tillington Terrace Conservation Area in accordance with Policies C2 and C1 in the Hastings Local Plan 2004 and section 12 of the National Planning Policy Framework. It is expected to be acceptable in its impact on the surrounding area during the temporary period of demolition and construction by minimising as far as possible any adverse impacts. It is considered acceptable it its management of waste arising from demolition and construction and therefore in accordance with Policy WMP3d of the East Sussex, South Downs and Brighton & Hove Waste and Minerals Local Plan 2013.  

In determining this planning application, the County Council and Borough Council have worked together with the applicant in a positive and proactive manner. The County Council has also sought views from consultees and neighbours and has considered these in preparing the recommendation. This approach has been taken positively and proactively in accordance with the requirement in the NPPF, and as set out in the Town and Country Planning (Development Management Procedure) (England) (Amendment No. 2) Order 2012.
