The library shall not be brought into use until details of the materials proposed to be used on the external surfaces of the building hereby permitted have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Director of Economy, Transport and Environment. Development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details.

Reason: To ensure the appropriate appearance of the development in the area in accordance with Policies ST3 Lewes District Local Plan 2003.

Before the library opens to the public the concrete plinth in the footway along North Lane (indicated on drawing SK05 Rev. F) shall be removed and made good in accordance with a specification that has first been submitted to and approved in writing by the Director of Economy, Transport and Environment.

Reason: To ensure the removal and re-instatement is carried out in a safe and proper manner. 

6.
The development shall not be occupied until cycle parking has been provided in accordance with details which have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Director of Economy, Transport and Environment and the facilities shall thereafter be retained for that use and shall not be used other than for the parking of cycles 

Reason: To help ensure the development site is accessible by non car modes and to meet the objectives of sustainable development in accordance with Policy T7 of the Lewes District Local Plan 2003.

Given restrictions around this site, hours of construction deliveries or collections should avoid peak times for other traffic movement i.e. 0800 - 0930 and 1630 - 1800 hours.

The policies relevant to this Decision are:-

Lewes District Local Plan; Policies E3, E4 (town centres), RE10 (community infrastructure) ST3 (design of development) ) and T7 (cycle parking) 

Lewes District Council has undertaken an assessment of the Saved Policies in its Local Plan to evaluate their conformity with the NPPF. All of the Policies above are considered to be fully consistent with the NPPF. Policy ST6 in the Local Plan is not inconsistent with the Framework however the District Council states that such an issue would be covered by other regulatory controls e.g. Building Regulations, negating need for such a Policy.

National Planning Policy Framework March 2012; The National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) does not change the status of the development plan as the starting point for decision making but it does constitute guidance as a material consideration in determining planning applications. Due weight should be given to relevant policies in existing Local Plans according to their degree of consistency with the Framework. At the heart of the NPPF is a presumption in favour of sustainable development. Section 2 advises that planning policies should be positive and promote competitive town centre environments. 
Reasons for approval

The proposed change of use to a library will enhance the vitality of the town centre and the external refurbishment and alterations will enhance its appearance. The proposal therefore complies with Policies E3, E4, RE10, ST3 and T7 in the Lewes District Local Plan 2003 

In determining this planning application, the County Council has worked with the applicant in a positive and proactive manner. The Council has also sought views from consultees and neighbours and has considered these in preparing the recommendation. This approach has been taken positively and proactively in accordance with the requirement in the NPPF, and as set out in the Town and Country Planning (Development Management Procedure) (England) (Amendment No.2) Order 2012.
