In pursuance of the powers delegated to me by the Governance Committee on behalf of the County Council on 30 January 2003 I hereby GRANT PLANNING PERMISSION for development of additional operational area and MRF/WTS building. Greystone Quarry, Southerham, Lewes in accordance with your application validated by the East Sussex County Council on 24 March 2010 and the plans and particulars submitted in connection therewith and subject also to due compliance with the condition(s) specified hereunder:- 
1.
The development hereby permitted shall be commenced before the expiration of three years from the date of this permission.

Reason: To comply with Section 91 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990.

2.
The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with the plans listed in the Schedule of Approved Plans.

Reason: For the avoidance of doubt and in the interests of proper planning.

3.
The design and location of the building hereby permitted for the recovery and transfer of waste shall be undertaken in accordance with drawing numbers PLA/02 Rev A and MDJ/LMD0001-2/PLA/03 Rev A, unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Director of Transport and Environment.

Reason: To minimise the effect of the development on the setting of the South Downs National Park in accordance with Policy WLP35(e) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006. 

4.
A post and two strand plain wire fence with post heights between 1.2 and 1.6 metres shall be installed at least five metres between the boundary of the Machine Bottom Pit SSSI and the construction and operational areas of the development, unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Director of Transport and Environment. The fence or any alternative shall be maintained as such for the duration of the development hereby permitted. 

Reason: To avoid damage to the SSSI in accordance with Policy WLP35(e) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

5.
The footpath access to the SSSI chalk faces shall be carried out in accordance with the details set out in the planning application, unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Director of Transport and Environment.

Reason: To secure appropriate pedestrian access to the SSSI chalk faces.  

6.
The management of surface water from the development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with the details on Drawing Number PLA/04, unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Director of Transport and Environment.

Reason: To ensure satisfactory drainage of the site and to prevent water pollution in accordance with Policy WLP38 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

7.
There shall be no vehicular access to or egress from the site other than by the UC 5065 road to the west of the site. All vehicles shall enter and leave the site in a forward gear only and all Heavy Goods Vehicles shall only turn right to enter the site and turn left to leave the site so that they enter or leave the site via the slip road to the A27.

Reason: In the interests of the local environment and highway safety.

8.
No activity or operation shall take place at the site other than between the hours of 0600 to 1800 on Monday to Friday inclusive and 0600 to 1600 on Saturdays and at no time on Sundays, Christmas Day, Boxing Day and New Year's Day, except for works of essential maintenance or which are to respond to an emergency, unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Director of Transport and Environment. No later than one week after the carrying out of such works full details of the time, date, reason for and nature of the works shall be given in writing to the Director of Transport and Environment. 

Reason: To safeguard the amenity of the locality in accordance with Policy WLP35 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

9.
The management of construction waste resulting from the development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with the Waste Minimisation Statement dated February 2010, unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Director of Transport and Environment.

Reason: To minimise the amount of construction waste to be removed from site for final disposal in accordance with Policy WLP11 of the East Sussex and Brighton and Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

10.
The external finish of the building hereby approved shall be in a matt grey colour, unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Director of Transport and Environment.

Reason: To minimise the effect of the development on the setting of the South Downs National Park, in accordance with Policy WLP35(e) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

11.
There shall be no artificial external illumination at the site except with the prior written agreement of the Director of Transport and Environment.

Reason: To enable the County Planning Authority to regulate and control the use of the land in accordance with Policy WLP35(e) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006. 

12.
If during development any visibly contaminated or odorous material not previously identified is found to be present at the site it must be investigated. The Director of Transport and Environment must be informed immediately of the nature and degree of the contamination and the applicant shall submit a Method Statement which shall detail how this contamination would be managed.

Reason: To ensure all contaminated material is managed properly in the interests of protecting the water resource in accordance with Policy WLP38 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006. 

13.
Only clean uncontaminated rock, subsoil, brick, crushed concrete and ceramic shall be used as infill material.

Reason: To prevent pollution of the water resource in accordance with Policy WLP38 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

14.
The emission of dust during both construction and operations of the development hereby permitted shall be controlled in accordance with the Dust Control Scheme dated December 2008, unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Director of Transport and Environment.

Reason: In the interests of amenity of the locality and to safeguard adjoining land in accordance with Policy WLP35 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

15.
During the operation of the site the rating level from all operational activities at the Travellers' site shall at all times be at least 5 dB(A) below the background noise level to be measured in accordance with BS 4142:1997.

Reason: In the interests of the amenity of the occupiers of the Travellers' site in accordance with Policy WLP35(b) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

16.
Within 3 months of the development hereby permitted coming into operation noise measurements will be undertaken by a competent and independent person and the results submitted to the Director of Transport and Environment forthwith confirming whether or not the operation complies with the permitted noise threshold at the nearest sensitive receptor. If it is shown that the noise threshold is not being complied with then a report must be provided with the monitoring results to explain how this will be addressed so as to comply with the noise threshold.

Reason: In the interests of the amenity of the occupiers of the Travellers' site in accordance with Policy WLP35(b) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

17.
Notice in writing of any noise complaint made by a member of the public about the site shall be given to the Director of Transport and Environment no later than the next working day after the complaint was received. The notice shall include a description of the complaint, the name and address of the person making the complaint and the action proposed as a result, unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Director of Transport and Environment.

Reason: In the interests of the amenity of the occupiers of the Travellers' site in accordance with Policy WLP35(b) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

The policies relevant to this decision are:

The East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006: Policies: WLP1 (strategy); WLP6 (expansions or alterations to existing facilities); WLP11 (minimisation/reduction/re-use of waste during construction); WLP13 (recycling, transfer and materials recovery facilities); WLP35 (amenity); WLP36 (transport); WLP38 (surface and groundwater); WLP39 (design).

The Lewes District Local Plan 2003: Policies: ST3 (design, form & setting of development); CT2 (AONB - landscape conservation & enhancement).

Reasons for Approval

The proposal is for the excavation of historic, chalk quarry spoil, which would provide for an enlarged yard in the lower quarry, thereby creating greater space for movement of vehicles and for the construction of a MRF/WTS building. The development of the building follows from one which was recently granted under permission LW/489/CM(EIA), although the current proposal is slightly larger and would be re-positioned further into the south-eastern corner of the quarry, thereby taking advantage of the additional yard space.

The construction and operation of the building has, in principle, already been assessed as part of the EIA undertaken under application LW/489/CM(EIA) and is supported by Policies WLP1, WLP6, WLP11 and WLP13 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006 in relation to the management of waste.

The proposal will be carried out in the base of an existing quarry which is well concealed from public viewpoints and will have no adverse effect on the SDNP. The SDNP Authority raises no objections and the excavated spoil will be either be used on site or removed for use in engineering projects elsewhere. The proposal does not conflict with the twin purposes of the SDNP designation and accords with Policy WLP35(e) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006 and PPS 7. Furthermore, the design and layout of the development accords with Policy WLP39 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006 and Policy ST3 of the Lewes District Local Plan 2003.

The proposal has been designed to protect the Machine Bottom Pit SSSI and would provide for pedestrian access to the SSSI chalk faces, which currently does not exist. Natural England raises no objections and the development accords with Policy WLP35(e) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006. There would be no adverse effect on the Lewes Downs SAC.

Although vehicle movements would increase during the period of spoil removal, it would be for a short, temporary period only and would not materially affect the permitted levels of vehicles that can operate from the site. The Highway Authority has not raised objections and the proposal accords with Policy WLP36 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

The proposal would have no adverse effect on the amenity in the locality, in accordance with Policy WLP35 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006. An updated drainage scheme has been proposed based on the existing approved scheme, thereby according with Policy WLP38 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

Appeals to the Secretary of State

If you are aggrieved by the decision of your local planning authority to refuse permission for the proposed development or to grant it subject to conditions, then you can appeal to the First Secretary of State at the office of the Deputy Prime Minister under section 78 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990.

o
If you want to appeal, then you must do so within six months of the date of this notice, using a form which you can get from the Planning Inspectorate at Customer Support Unit, Room 3/15 Eagle Wing, Temple Quay House, 2 The Square, Temple Quay, Bristol, BS1 6PN.

o
The Secretary of State can allow a longer period for giving notice of an appeal, but he will not normally be prepared to use this power unless there are special circumstances which excuse the delay in giving notice of appeal.

o
The Secretary of State need not consider an appeal if it seems to him that the local planning authority could not have granted planning permission for the proposed development or could not have granted it without the conditions it imposed, having regard to the statutory requirements, to the provisions of any development order and to any directions given under a development order.

o
In practice, the Secretary of State does not refuse to consider appeals solely because the local planning authority based its decision on a direction given by him.

Purchase Notices

If either the local planning authority or the Secretary of State refuses planning permission to develop land or grants it subject to conditions, the owner may claim that he can neither put the land to a reasonably beneficial use in its existing state nor can he render the land capable of a reasonably beneficial use by the carrying out of any development which has been or would be permitted.
