In pursuance of their powers under the above-mentioned Act and Order, the Council as the local planning authority hereby REFUSE PLANNING PERMISSION for variation of condition 5 of planning permission LW/380/CM to allow changes to the approved access road. Hamsey Brickworks, South Chailey in accordance with your application validated by East Sussex County Council on 14 June 2011.

The reasons for the Council's decision to refuse permission for this development are:-

1.
The narrow width and the alignment of parts of the access road, and insufficient radii at the junction with the A275 causes difficulties for vehicles attempting to pass each other on the access road. The increase in the number of vehicles using the access road which would arise as a result of the construction and use of the development would worsen this existing hazard and could have an adverse effect on highway safety, and as such the application is in conflict with Policy WLP36 (a, b, d) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006 and Policy ST3 (e) of the Lewes District Local Plan 2003.

2.
The proposal to carry out the development permitted under planning permission reference LW/380/CM whilst retaining the narrowest section of the access road at its existing width is likely to result in a significant increase in instances of vehicles waiting, manoeuvring and reversing on the access road, close to residential properties, compared to the development that has been approved. It is considered that this would have unacceptable adverse effects on residential amenity as a result of noise and disturbance. Adverse effects could not be satisfactorily mitigated by the use of planning conditions. Therefore, the proposal conflicts with Policies ST3 (d) and ST30 (b) of the Lewes District Local Plan 2003, and Policy WLP35 (b, c) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

Appeals to the Secretary of State
o
If you are aggrieved by the decision of your local planning authority to refuse permission for the proposed development or to grant it subject to conditions, then you can appeal to the Secretary of State under section 78 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990.

o
If you want to appeal, then you must do so within six months of the date of this notice, using a form which you can get from the Secretary of State at Temple Quay House, 2 The Square, Temple Quay, Bristol, BS1 6PN or online at www.planningportal.gov.uk/pcs.

o
The Secretary of State can allow a longer period for giving notice of an appeal, but will not normally be prepared to use this power unless there are special circumstances which excuse the delay in giving notice of appeal.

o
The Secretary of State need not consider an appeal if it seems to the Secretary of State that the local planning authority could not have granted planning permission for the proposed development or could not have granted it without the conditions it imposed, having regard to the statutory requirements, to the provisions of any development order and to any directions given under a development order.

o
In practice, the Secretary of State does not refuse to consider appeals solely because the local planning authority based its decision on a direction given by the Secretary of State.

If either the local planning authority or the Secretary of State refuses planning permission to develop land or grants it subject to conditions, the owner may claim that the owner can neither put the land to a reasonably beneficial use in its existing state nor can the owner render the land capable of a reasonably beneficial use by the carrying out of any development which has been or would be permitted.

In these circumstances, the owner may serve a purchase notice on the Council (District Council, London Borough Council or Common Council of the City of London) in whose area the land is situated. This notice will require the Council to purchase the owner’s interest in the land in accordance with the provisions of Part VI of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990.
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
