Reason: For the avoidance of doubt and in the interests of proper planning.

The use hereby permitted shall not be carried out other than between the hours of 0630 and 1730 on Monday to Friday inclusive and between the hours of 0630 to 1300 on Saturdays, and at no time on Sundays, Public and Bank Holidays unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Director of Economy, Transport and Environment.

Reason: To safeguard the amenities of the locality in accordance with Policy WLP35 (b) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

4.
The following activities shall not take place on site other than between the hours of 07:00 and 17:30 on Monday to Friday inclusive, and between the hours of 07:00 and 
13:00 on Saturdays:


(a) the loading/unloading of empty skips; and


(b) the taking or dispatching of any deliveries;

except with the prior written consent of the Director of Economy, Transport and Environment.

Reason: To safeguard the amenities of the locality in accordance with Policy WLP35 (b) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

5.
With the exception of the storage of empty skips as shown on approved plan 16210-PL10A (Proposed Layout, dated 10.10.12), no storage container, skip, sorted or unsorted waste material or residue of recycled materials or any other items shall be stored outside the building. 

Reason: In the interests of safety and amenity and to accord with Policy WLP35 (b) and (c) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

6.
There shall be no sorting, treatment, loading or unloading of waste or recyclable materials other than within Units 2G and 2H. When these activities are being undertaken the roller shutter door on Unit 2G shall remain closed.

Reason: In the interests of safety and amenity and to accord with Policy WLP35 (b) and (c) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

7.
No machinery or plant other than two excavators, one wheeled loader and one Baughan's Majorette Trommel shall be installed or operated at the site, unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Director of Economy, Transport and Environment. 

Reason: In the interests of amenity in accordance with Policy WLP35 (b) and (c) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

8.
The parking spaces identified on approved plan 16210-PL10A (Proposed Layout, dated 10.10.12) shall not be used for any purpose other than parking, and shall be kept available and maintained in a suitable condition at all times for the parking of motor vehicles.

Reason: To adequately control the use of the site in the interests of the safety of persons within the Industrial Estate in accordance with Policy WLP36 (c) of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006.

INFORMATIVE

The applicant is informed that the changes hereby permitted must also accord with the site's Permit, issued by the Environment Agency.

The policies relevant to this decision are:

The South East Plan 2009: Policies: NRM4 (Sustainable Flood Risk Management); W5 (Targets for Diversion from Landfill); W6 (Recycling & Composting); W17 (Location of Waste Management Facilities).

On the 27 May 2010 the Secretary of State for Communities and Local Government highlighted the Government’s commitment to the intention to rapidly abolish Regional Strategies and return decision making powers on housing and planning to local Councils. On the 6 July 2010 the Secretary of State revoked, with immediate effect, Regional Strategies. However, a High Court decision on the 10 November 2010 found that Regional Strategies could not be revoked in their entirety. The effect of this decision is to re-establish Regional Strategies as part of the development plan and due weight will therefore be given to The South East Plan policies. However, the Government has indicated that it will enact its commitment to abolish Regional Strategies as part of the Localism Act which received Royal Assent on 15 November 2011. An Order is now required to revoke the Regional Strategy. The Government’s intention to revoke Regional Strategies is therefore a material consideration in the decision making process.

Lewes District Local Plan 2003:  Policy ST3 (c) (Design, Form and Setting of Development).

East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006: Policies: WLP1 (The Plan’s Strategy), WLP6 (Expansions or Alterations to Existing Facilities), WLP13 (Recycling, Transfer and Materials Recovery Facilities), WLP35 (General Amenity Considerations), WLP37 (Flood Defences, Flood Plains and Surface Water Run-off).

East Sussex, South Downs and Brighton & Hove Submission Waste & Minerals Plan – June 2012: Policies: Policies: WMP2b (Turning Waste into a Resource), WMP6b (More Detailed Criteria for Waste Development), WMP21 (Expansions and Alterations to Waste Facilities), WMP24 (General Amenity), WMP27a (Flood Risk).

On 1 June 2012, the East Sussex, South Downs and Brighton & Hove Waste and Minerals Plan was submitted to Government for examination. Public Examination Hearings were held between 18 September and 28 September 2012. The Planning Inspector has now published her report. In this the Inspector states that, subject to the inclusion of one main modification relating to the inclusion of a policy that reflects the presumption in favour of sustainable development, the East Sussex, South Downs and Brighton and Hove Waste and Minerals Plan meets the criteria for soundness as set out in the National Planning Policy Framework. The Plan sets out the strategic policy decisions for waste and minerals in the Plan Area up to 2026. Following adoption of the Plan, programmed for February 2013, a waste and minerals sites document will be produced. The Submission Plan is a material consideration when assessing the application, and in certain circumstances considerable weight may be attached to its policies. At the moment though, the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006 remains in full as part of the development plan of the area.

National Planning Policy Framework March 2012 

The National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) was published on 27 March 2012 and the Framework applies with immediate effect. It does not change the status of the development plan as the starting point for decision making. It constitutes guidance as a material consideration in determining planning applications. For 12 months following publication, full weight can continue for development plan documents adopted since 2004 even if there is a limited degree of conflict. In other cases and following this 12 months period, due weight should be given to relevant policies in existing plans according to their degree of consistency with the NPPF. At the heart of the NPPF is a presumption in favour of sustainable development. The NPPF does not contain specific waste policies but regard should be had to NPPF policies so far as relevant. There are provisions covering transport, good design and protecting the natural environment.

Reasons for Approval

The proposal should assist in improving the operational efficiency of the facility, thereby assisting in increasing the amount of waste that is recycled. Subject to conditions, the proposal should have no unacceptable effect on amenity. There should be no effect on flood risk.

The proposal complies with Policies: NRM4, W5, W6 and W17 of the South East Plan 2009, Policy ST3 (c) of the Lewes District Local Plan 2003, Policies: WLP1, WLP6, WLP13, WLP35 and WLP37 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Waste Local Plan 2006, and Policies WMP2b, WMP6b, WMP21, WMP24 and WMP27a of the East Sussex, South Downs and Brighton & Hove Submission Waste & Minerals Plan – June 2012.

In considering this planning application, the County Planning Authority has worked with the applicant in a positive and proactive manner based on seeking solutions to problems arising in relation to dealing with the planning application by liaising with consultees and the applicant/agent. This approach has been taken positively and proactively in accordance with the requirement in the NPPF, and as set out in the Town and Country Planning (Development Management Procedure) (England) (Amendment

The Secretary of State can allow a longer period for giving notice of an appeal, but will not normally be prepared to use this power unless there are special circumstances which excuse the delay in giving notice of appeal.

The Secretary of State need not consider an appeal if it seems to the Secretary of State that the local planning authority could not have granted planning permission for the proposed development or could not have granted it without the conditions it imposed, having regard to the statutory requirements, to the provisions of any development order and to any directions given under a development order.
