Accordingly I can confirm that the proposed amendment under reference number RR/2474/CC(EIA)NM/10 was APPROVED by the East Sussex County Council’s Planning Committee on 19 August 2015,  subject to the revised conditions below:-

Unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Head of Planning and Environment, the Link Road shall not be brought into full permanent use by the public until the Greenway and associated connections to the adjoining Rights of Way and permissive footways have been completed in full accordance with details first approved by the Head of Planning and Environment. If, during construction, the temporary use of part of the Link Road is required this shall only be undertaken following the prior written approval of the Head of Planning and Environment.

Reason: To ensure the provision of improved walking, cycling and horse riding facilities linked to the existing network of Rights of Way and permissive footpaths.

Unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Head of Planning and Environment, the development shall not be brought into full permanent use by the public until all hard and soft landscape works have been carried out in accordance with the approved details. A constructed survey plan with contours at no more than 0.5 metres vertical intervals to show the finished landform shall be submitted to the Head of Planning and Environment within three months of all land grading works having been completed with topsoil finishes, or in accordance with an alternative timetable agreed in writing by the Head of Planning and Environment. If during construction, the temporary use of part of the Link Road is required this shall only be undertaken following the prior written approval of the Head of Planning and Environment.

Reason: To integrate the development effectively into the surrounding environment.
