On the 27 May 2010 the Secretary of State for Communities and Local Government highlighted the Government’s commitment to the intention to rapidly abolish Regional Strategies and return decision making powers on housing and planning to local Councils. On the 6 July 2010 the Secretary of State revoked, with immediate effect, Regional Strategies. However, a High Court decision on the 10 November 2010, has found that Regional Strategies could not be revoked in their entirety. The effect of this decision is to re-establish Regional Strategies as part of the development plan. The Government has indicated that it will enact its commitment to abolish regional Strategies as part of the Localism Bill which began its passage through Parliament in December 2010. Due weight will therefore be given to The South East Plan policies.
