Reason: To ensure the appropriate appearance of the development in the area in accordance with Policy GD1(iv) of the Rother District Local Plan 2006.

The development shall not be occupied until car parking areas have been provided in accordance with the approved plans or as otherwise approved in writing by the Director of Economy, Transport and Environment and the areas shall be retained for that use and shall not be used other than for the parking of motor vehicles

Reason: To ensure the provision of appropriate parking in accordance with Policy GD1(iiii) of the Rother District Local Plan 2006.

5.
The development shall not be occupied until cycle parking has been provided in accordance with the approved plans or as otherwise approved in writing by the Director of Economy, Transport and Environment. The approved cycle parking shall be retained thereafter for that use. 

Reason: To ensure the provision of appropriate parking in accordance with Policy GD1(iiii) of the Rother District Local Plan 2006.

6.
Prior to commencement of development a Construction Traffic Management Scheme shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Director of Economy, Transport and Environment. This shall include, but not be restricted to, the size and routeing of vehicles, timing of deliveries and hours of construction. 

Reason: To ensure safe access during construction in accordance with Policy GD1(iiii) of the Rother District Local Plan 2006.

7.
During any form of groundworks that are carried out as part of the development, suitable vehicle wheel washing equipment should be provided within the site, to the written approval of the Director of Economy, Transport and Environment, to prevent contamination and damage to the adjacent roads.

Reason: To help ensure safety of access during construction in accordance with Policy GD1(iiii) of the Rother District Local Plan 2006.

Within 12 months of the first occupation of the development hereby permitted, a Travel Plan shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Director of Economy, Transport and Environment.  The Travel Plan shall be implemented in accordance with the approved details.  

Reason: To increase awareness and use of alternative modes of transport for school journeys in accordance with Policy TR3(iv) of the Rother District Local  Plan 2006.

Prior to construction above ground level, details of landscape treatment (including location, spacing and numbers of plants) and a timetable for provision, shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Director of Economy, Transport and Environment. The approved details shall be implemented in accordance with the timetable for provision.

Reason; To ensure appropriate landscape treatment  is provided in accordance with Policy GD1(iv) of the Rother District Local Plan 2006.

INFORMATIVE

1.
The applicant's attention is drawn to the Public Footpaths Bexhill 3a and 17 adjacent to the southern and western boundaries of the application site. If these are likely to be affected at any time during construction the applicant should first contact the Highway Authority for further advice. 

The policies relevant to this Decision are:-

National Planning Policy Framework 2012; The National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) was published on 27 March 2012 and the Framework applies with immediate effect. It does not change the status of the development plan as the starting point for decision making. It constitutes guidance as a material consideration in determining planning applications. For 12 months following publication, full weight can continue for development plan documents adopted since 2004 even if there is a limited degree of conflict. In other cases and following this 12 months period, due weight should be given to relevant policies in existing plans according to their degree of consistency with the NPPF. At the heart of the NPPF is a presumption in favour of sustainable development. The key policy is in paragraph 72 which states that the Government attaches great importance to ensuring that a sufficient choice of school places in available to meet the needs of existing and new communities. Local planning authorities should be positive in their approach to meeting this requirement and give great weight to the need to create schools.

The South East Plan 2009 (SEP): Policy S3 (education and skills), W2 (construction waste minimisation).  

On the 27 May 2010 the Secretary of State for Communities and Local Government highlighted the Government’s commitment to the intention to rapidly abolish Regional Strategies and return decision making powers on housing and planning to local Councils. On the 6 July 2010 the Secretary of State revoked, with immediate effect, Regional Strategies. However, a High Court decision on the 10 November 2010 found that Regional Strategies could not be revoked in their entirety. The effect of this decision is to re-establish Regional Strategies as part of the development plan and due weight will therefore be given to The South East Plan policies.  However, the Government has indicated that it will enact its commitment to abolish Regional Strategies as part of the Localism Act which received Royal Assent on 15 November 2011. An Order is now required to revoke the Regional Strategy. The Government’s intention to revoke Regional Strategies is therefore a material consideration in the decision making process.

Rother District Local Plan 2006: Policy DS1 (development principles), GD1 (general development criteria), TR3 (parking standards), CF1 (community facilities). 

East Sussex, South Downs and Brighton & Hove Waste and Minerals Local Plan 2013 (the Waste and Minerals Plan): Policy WMP3d (minimising and managing waste during construction), WMP3e (waste management in new development).

Policy Statement on Planning for Schools Development: - On the 15 August 2011 the Government issued, with immediate effect, a new policy statement on planning for school development. In this context, the policy statement states that the planning system, when dealing with planning applications for state-funded schools should operate positively and there should be a presumption in favour of the development of state-funded schools. The policy statement encourages a collaborative approach to applications, particularly encouraging pre-application discussions and the use of planning obligations to help mitigate adverse impact of developments. It further asserts that where it is necessary to impose conditions, they should be necessary in order to make the development acceptable and be clearly justified, thereby demonstrably meeting the tests as set out in Circular 11/95. The policy statement indicates that the Secretary of State will be minded to consider refusal of any application for state-funded schools to be unreasonable conduct, unless it is supported by clear and cogent evidence.  

Reasons for approval

The proposal provides a valuable community facility in a well designed building which will not adversely affect its surroundings in terms of impact on the local highway network or the amenities of the area. It therefore complies with Policies S3 (education and skills) and W2 (construction waste minimisation) in The South East Plan 2009; with Policies DS1 (development principles), GD1 (general development criteria), TR3 (parking standards) and CF1 (community facilities) in the Rother District Local Plan 2006 and with Policies WMP3d (minimizing and managing waste during construction) and WMP3e (waste management in new development) in the East Sussex, South Downs and Brighton & Hove Waste and Minerals Plan 2013.

In determining this planning application before and after formal submission, the Planning Authority and the applicant have worked together in a positive and proactive manner. Comments on the proposal have been sought from local residents. This approach has been taken positively and proactively in accordance with the requirement in the NPPF, and as set out in the Town and Country Planning (Development Management Procedure) (England) (Amendment No.2) Order 2012.
