TAKE NOTICE that under the powers delegated to me by the Governance Committee meeting held on 30 January 2003 I have authorised the development described in Schedule 1 hereto, pursuant to Regulation 3 of the Town and Country Planning General Regulations 1992, subject to the conditions set out in Schedule 2 hereto.

Reason: The nature or form of development is only considered appropriate for a temporary period.

The temporary classrooms shall not be moved to the approved position until playspace of at least equivalent area to that covered by the relocated temporary classroom buildings has been provided within the school site to the written satisfaction of the Director of Economy, Transport & Environment.

Reason: To ensure adequate informal playspace is provided in accordance with Policy GD1(ix) in the Rother District Local Plan 2006.

The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with the plans listed in the Schedule of Approved Plans.

Reason: For the avoidance of doubt and in the interests of proper planning.

INFORMATIVE

1.
The retention of these mobile classroom units is unlikely to be granted planning permission for a further temporary period unless a review is undertaken which clearly indicates how this temporary accommodation can be replaced with permanent buildings within an acceptable timescale.

The policies relevant to this Decision are:-

Rother District Local Plan 2006: Policies: DS1 (6) (AONB), DS4 (Development Boundaries), GD1 (1, 2, 4, 5) (General Development Considerations).

In July 2012, Rother District Council determined that virtually all its 2006 Rother District Local Plan policies were compliant with the National Planning Policy Framework. Only Policy DS6 (Managing Housing Release) was considered partially compliant. Policies in the Rother District Local Plan 2006 will continue to be used to determine planning applications alongside the NPPF. 

National Planning Policy Framework March 2012 

The National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) does not change the status of the development plan as the starting point for decision making but it does constitute guidance as a material consideration in determining planning applications. At the heart of the NPPF is a presumption in favour of sustainable development. Due weight should be given to relevant policies in existing plans according to their degree of consistency with the NPPF development.  Paragraph 72 advises local planning authorities to give great weight to the need to expand or alter schools and paragraph 115 attaches the same weight to conserving the landscape and scenic beauty in Areas of Outstanding Natural Beauty. 

Policy Statement on Planning for Schools Development:  On the 15 August 2011 the Government issued, with immediate effect, a new policy statement on planning for school development.  In this context, the policy statement states that the planning system, when dealing with planning applications for state-funded schools should operate positively and there should be a presumption in favour of the development of state-funded schools.  The policy statement encourages a collaborative approach to applications, particularly encouraging pre-application discussions and the use of planning obligations to help mitigate adverse impact of developments.  It further asserts that where it is necessary to impose conditions, they should be necessary in order to make the development acceptable and be clearly justified, thereby demonstrably meeting the tests as set out in Circular 11/95.  The policy statement indicates that the Secretary of State will be minded to consider refusal of any application for state-funded schools to be unreasonable conduct, unless it is supported by clear and cogent evidence.  
Reasons for approval

It is acknowledged there is a continued commitment to replace all of the temporary classrooms at the School with permanent accommodation. The applicant considers there is a need to retain the temporary units, the subject of this planning application, for a further 3 years to ensure sufficient accommodation is available for the pupils currently on roll, prior to and during the construction of permanent accommodation. This need is accepted, and it is, therefore, appropriate to grant temporary planning permission. The units are acceptable in terms of its siting and design, and temporary retention and position should have no unacceptable adverse effect on the wider High Weald Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.

The proposal therefore complies with Policies: DS1 (6), DS4 and GD1 (1, 2, 4, 5) of the Rother District Local Plan 2006 and with paragraph 115 in the National Planning Policy Framework.

In determining this planning application, the County Council has worked with the applicant in a positive and proactive manner. The Council has also sought views from consultees and neighbours and has considered these in preparing the recommendation. This approach has been taken positively and proactively in accordance with the requirement in the NPPF, and as set out in the Town and Country Planning (Development Management Procedure) (England) (Amendment No.2) Order 2012.
