The development hereby permitted shall be commenced before the expiration of three years from the date of this permission.

Reason: To comply with Section 91 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990.

2.
The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with the plans listed in the Schedule of Approved Plans.

Reason: For the avoidance of doubt and in the interests of proper planning.

3.
Prior to being brought into use samples of the MUGA fencing and playing surface shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Director of Communities, Economy and Transport and the approved samples shall be used in the development.

Reason: To ensure an appropriate appearance of the MUGA in the context of the surrounding High Weald Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty, in accordance with Policy GD1(v) of the Rother District Local Plan 2006. 

4.
Construction of the MUGA shall be carried out in accordance with the recommended mitigation and enhancement works in Sections 3 and 4 of the submitted Ecological Method Statement, August 2013 with regard to Great Crested Newts within the site. 

Reason: To ensure appropriate mitigation of the impact of construction on identified European Protected Species and to enhance the wildlife value of the site in accordance with Policy GD1(vii) of the Rother District Local Plan 2006

5.
Prior to commencement of development details of additional planting within the site together with a programme for implementation  and maintenance shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Director of Communities, Economy and Transport and the planting shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details.

Reason; To ensure the conservation of the character and appearance of the High Weald Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty in accordance with Policy GD1(v) of the Rother District Local Plan 2006.

6.
Prior to commencement of development a Site Waste Management Plan shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Director of Communities, Economy and Transport. The Plan shall set out a strategy and method statement for securing and demonstrating that the amount of waste resulting from the development has been reduced to the smallest amount possible. It shall include proposed location and details of storage of excavated material to be reused on site or removed from site. If reuse on site is not practicable, then details shall be provided of which material will be reused elsewhere or recycled. All waste materials from construction associated with the development shall be reused, recycled or otherwise dealt with in accordance with the approved Site Waste Management Plan.

Reason: To minimise the amount of construction waste to be removed from site for final disposal and to ensure protection of European Protected Species during construction in accordance with Policy WMP3D of the East Sussex, South Downs and Brighton & Hove Waste and Minerals Plan 2013 and Policy GD1(vii) of the Rother District Local Plan 2006.  

7.
The multi use games area shall not be used at any time other than between the hours of 08.00 and 20.00 on Monday - Friday inclusive and between the hours of 09.00 and 16.00 on Saturdays, Sundays, Bank and Public Holidays.   

Reason: To help protect neighbouring residents from noise and disturbance in accordance with Policy GD1(ii) of the Rother District Local Plan 2006.

INFORMATIVE

1.
Floodlighting of the MUGA would require a planning application. Bearing in mind the School site is in a prominent location within the High Weald Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty it is unlikely that planning permission would be granted.  

The policies relevant to this Decision are:-

Rother District Local Plan 2006: Policies GD1 (General Development Considerations), CF2 (loss of playing field).

In July 2012, Rother District Council determined that virtually all its 2006 Rother District Local Plan policies were compliant with the National Planning Policy Framework. Only Policy DS6 (Managing Housing Release) was considered partially compliant. Policies in the Rother District Local Plan 2006 will continue to be used to determine planning applications alongside the NPPF. 

East Sussex, South Downs and Brighton & Hove Waste and Minerals Plan 2013: Policy WMP3D (Minimising and Managing Waste during Construction, Demolition and Excavation).
National Planning Policy Framework March 2012; The National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) does not change the status of the development plan as the starting point for decision making but it does constitute guidance as a material consideration in determining planning applications. At the heart of the NPPF is a presumption in favour of sustainable development. Due weight should be given to relevant policies in existing plans according to their degree of consistency with the NPPF development.  Paragraph 72 advises local planning authorities to give great weight to the need to expand or alter schools and paragraph 74 addresses loss of playing fields. Paragraph 115 attaches great weight to conserving the landscape and scenic beauty in Areas of Outstanding Natural Beauty. Paragraph 118 advises local planning authorities in determining planning application to conserve and enhance biodiversity and section 12 deals with the impacts of development on heritage assets.

Policy Statement on Planning for Schools Development: The policy statement states that the planning system, when dealing with planning applications for state-funded schools should operate positively and there should be a presumption in favour of the development of state-funded schools.  The policy statement encourages a collaborative approach to applications, particularly encouraging pre-application discussions and the use of planning obligations to help mitigate adverse impact of developments.  It further asserts that where it is necessary to impose conditions, they should be necessary in order to make the development acceptable and be clearly justified, thereby demonstrably meeting the tests as set out in Circular 11/95.  The policy statement indicates that the Secretary of State will be minded to consider refusal of any application for state-funded schools to be unreasonable conduct, unless it is supported by clear and cogent evidence.  

For Note

In determining this planning application, the County Council has worked with the applicant and agent in a positive and proactive manner. The Council has also sought views from consultees and neighbours and has considered these in preparing the recommendation. This approach has been taken positively and proactively in accordance with the requirement in the NPPF, and as set out in the Town and Country Planning (Development Management Procedure) (England) (Amendment No. 2) Order 2012.
