In pursuance of the powers delegated to me by the Governance Committee on behalf of the County Council on 30 January 2003 I hereby GRANT PLANNING PERMISSION for Extension to existing car park and construction of internal access road (part retrospective).  British Gypsum Robertsbridge Works, Mountfield, Robertsbridge, in accordance with your application validated by the East Sussex County Council on 21 May 2007 and the plans and particulars submitted in connection therewith and subject also to due compliance with the condition(s) specified hereunder:- 
1.
The landscaping of the site shall be carried out in the first planting season following this decison notice in accordance with drawing number D108494/LSC/001B dated 11.07.07. Thereafter no tree planted in accordance with this scheme shall be lopped, topped, felled, uprooted or destroyed.  Any which becomes seriously damaged or diseased or dies, shall be replaced at the same place with another tree of such size and species, and shall be planted at such time, as may be specified in writing by the Director of Transport and Environment.

Reason: In the interests of visual amenity and to comply with Policies S1 (b) & (f) and EN1 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Structure Plan 1991-2011 and Policy DSI of Wealden Local Plan 2006

2.
(a) No retained tree or tree shall be cut down, uprooted or destroyed, nor shall any retained tree be topped or lopped other than in accordance with the approved plans and particulars, without the written approval of the local planning authority. Any topping or lopping approved shall be carried out in accordance with British Standard [3998 (Tree Work)]. 


(b) If any retained tree is removed, uprooted or destroyed, becomes seriously damaged or diseased or dies, another tree shall be planted at the same place and that tree shall be of such size and species, and shall be planted at such time, as may be specified in writing by the Director of Transport and Environment.


In this condition `retained trees` means any existing tree on the land adjacent to and surrounding the new access road at the date of the planning permission

Reason: In the interests of visual amenity and to comply with Policies S1 (b) & (f) and EN1, EN2 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Structure Plan 1991-2011 and Policy DS1 of the Wealden Local Plan 2006

3.
Neither the roadway not the access road shall be used at any time by HGV vehicles,except in the event of an emergency. Notification of this emergency shall be provided in writing within 3 days of that event.

Reason: In the interests of pedestrian and vehicular safety within the site in accordance with Policy S1d of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Structure Plan 1999-2011

4.
No artificial external lighting, including floodlighting, shall be installed or used in relation to the approved vehicle parking area other than in accordance with details submitted to and approved  in writing by the Director of Transport and Environment

Reason: To protect the visaul amenity of the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty and to comply with Policies S1 (s), EN2  and EN14 of the East Sussex and Brighton & Hove Structure Plan 1991-2011.

NOTIFICATION AS REQUIRED BY THE TOWN AND COUNTRY PLANNING (GENERAL DEVELOPMENT PROCEDURE) ORDER 1995
Appeals to the Secretary of State
o
If you are aggrieved by the decision of your local planning authority to refuse permission for the proposed development or to grant it subject to conditions, then you can appeal to the First Secretary of State at the office of the Deputy Prime Minister under section 78 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990.

o
If you want to appeal, then you must do so within six months of the date of this notice, using a form which you can get from the Planning Inspectorate at Customer Support Unit, Room 3/15 Eagle Wing, Temple Quay House, 2 The Square, Temple Quay, Bristol, BS1 6PN.

o
The Secretary of State can allow a longer period for giving notice of an appeal, but he will not normally be prepared to use this power unless there are special circumstances which excuse the delay in giving notice of appeal.

o
The Secretary of State need not consider an appeal if it seems to him that the local planning authority could not have granted planning permission for the proposed development or could not have granted it without the conditions it imposed, having regard to the statutory requirements, to the provisions of any development order and to any directions given under a development order.

o
In practice, the Secretary of State does not refuse to consider appeals solely because the local planning authority based its decision on a direction given by him.

Purchase Notices

If either the local planning authority or the Secretary of State refuses planning permission to develop land or grants it subject to conditions, the owner may claim that he can neither put the land to a reasonably beneficial use in its existing state nor can he render the land capable of a reasonably beneficial use by the carrying out of any development which has been or would be permitted.

In these circumstances, the owner may serve a purchase notice on the Council (District Council, London Borough Council or Common Council of the City of London) in whose area the land is situated.  This notice will require the Council to purchase his/her interest in the land in accordance with the provisions of Part VI of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990.

This permission does not purport to convey any approval or consent which may be required under the Town and Country Planning Act, 1990, otherwise than under Section 70-76 or which may be required under any other Acts, including any Byelaws, Orders or Regulations made under such other Acts: e.g. Building Regulations approval may be required from the relevant District/Borough Council for the construction of a building granted planning permission by East Sussex County Council.

Developers are reminded that the grant of this permission does not permit the obstruction of a right of way and that, if it is necessary to stop up or divert a public right of way to enable the development to be carried out, they should apply without delay:-
