Reason: In the interests of the amenity of the locality in accordance with Policy WMP25 of the  East Sussex, South Downs and Brighton & Hove Waste and Minerals Local Plan 2013.

The use hereby permitted shall not be carried out other than between the hours of 08.30 and 17.00 on Monday to Friday inclusive and the hours of 08.30 and 12.30 on Saturdays and at no time on Sundays, Public and Bank Holidays unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Director of Communities, Economy and Transport.
  

Reason: In the interests of protecting the amenities of local occupants in accordance with Policy WMP25 of the East Sussex, South Downs and Brighton & Hove Waste and Minerals Local Plan 2013. 

4.
No sorted or unsorted ferrous or non-ferrous waste material or residue of recycled materials or any other materials, shall be stored outside the buildings apart from within skips sited on the ground in the Yard Area highlighted on approved Block Plan TCPS 557/2, unless with the prior written approval of the Director of Communities, Economy and Transport.

Reason: In the interests of the amenity of the locality and safeguarding the character of the countryside in accordance with Policies WMP23a  and WMP25 of the East Sussex, South Downs and Brighton & Hove Waste and Minerals Local Plan 2013 and Saved policies GD2, EN8 and BS9 of the Wealden Local Plan 1998.

East Sussex, South Downs and Brighton & Hove Waste and Minerals Plan 2013:  Policies: WMP3a (Promoting Waste Prevention, Re-use and Waste Awareness), WMP3b (Waste hierarchy), WMP7a (Sustainable Locations for Waste Development), WMP7b (Detailed criteria for waste development), WMP23a (Design Principles for Built Waste and Minerals Facilities), WMP25 (Amenity), WMP26 (Transport).  

The Wealden District Council (incorporating part of the South Downs National Park ) Core Strategy Local Plan (adopted 19th February 2013).

SPO1 (Management of rural economy whilst managing district landscapes), 

The Wealden District (incorporating part of the South Downs National Park) Core Strategy Local Plan was adopted on 19th February 2013. The Core Strategy Local Plan is the key policy document setting out a strategic vision, objectives and spatial strategy for the area up to 2027. It only replaces parts of the Wealden Local Plan 1998. Some policies from this earlier plan are still “saved” where they remain of relevance and until they are superseded by further development plan documents. A Strategic Sites Development Plan Document (DPD) and Delivery and Site Allocations DPD will be produced (and collectively known as Site Allocation DPDs) to accompany the Core Strategy. At the moment, however, saved development management policies contained in the Wealden Local Plan remain part of the Development Plan for the area. 

The Wealden Local Plan 1998 (Saved Policies): GD2 (development outside of development boundaries), EN8 (Low Weald), BS9 (Intensification in existing business sites outside of development boundaries), EN27 (layout and design of development), TR3 (traffic impact of new development).

Wealden District Council has not formally determined whether its Saved Policies in the Wealden Local Plan are in general conformity with the NPPF. The Saved Policies are considered by the County Planning Authority to be in general conformity with the overarching principles of the NPPF. 

The National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) was published on 27 March 2012 and the Framework applies with immediate effect. It does not change the status of the development plan as the starting point for decision making. It constitutes guidance as a material consideration in determining planning applications. For 12 months following publication, full weight was given to development plan documents adopted since 2004 even if there was a limited degree of conflict. Following the expiry of this 12 months period, due weight should now be given to relevant policies in existing plans according to their degree of consistency with the NPPF. At the heart of the NPPF is a presumption in favour of sustainable development. The NPPF does not contain specific waste policies but regard should be had to NPPF policies so far as relevant. There are policies facilitating the use of minerals and there are provisions covering transport, good design, protecting the natural environment and references to avoiding noise giving rise to significant adverse impacts and limiting light pollution. 

For Note

In determining this planning application, the County Council has worked with the applicant and agent in a positive and proactive manner. The Council has also sought views from consultees and neighbours and has considered these in preparing the recommendation. This approach has been taken positively and proactively in accordance with the requirement in the NPPF, and as set out in the Town and Country Planning (Development Management Procedure) (England) (Amendment No. 2) Order 2012.

Appeals to the Secretary of State
o
If you are aggrieved by the decision of your local planning authority to refuse permission for the proposed development or to grant it subject to conditions, then you can appeal to the Secretary of State under section 78 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990.

o
If you want to appeal, then you must do so within six months of the date of this notice, using a form which you can get from the Secretary of State at Temple Quay House, 2 The Square, Temple Quay, Bristol, BS1 6PN or online at www.planningportal.gov.uk/pcs.

o
The Secretary of State can allow a longer period for giving notice of an appeal, but will not normally be prepared to use this power unless there are special circumstances which excuse the delay in giving notice of appeal.

o
The Secretary of State need not consider an appeal if it seems to the Secretary of State that the local planning authority could not have granted planning permission for the proposed development or could not have granted it without the conditions it imposed, having regard to the statutory requirements, to the provisions of any development order and to any directions given under a development order.

o
In practice, the Secretary of State does not refuse to consider appeals solely because the local planning authority based its decision on a direction given by the Secretary of State.
